The election will take place 14 January; we’ll know soon after if there will be a new State Librarian and Archivist.  TSL&A hopes that no one will be laid off this year.  Regionals have lost 1.2million; TSL&A, 1.3. TSL&A is working hard to promote services and training. A grass-roots appeal to legislators would be best—at Legislative Day and before and after.
