OLD BUSINESS:
First item discussed was the book club kits.  Amount stated as posted in Agent in prior minutes (7)  may be incorrect.  Brentwood library is already checking out their book club kits to other adult book clubs in their area.  Needs to posted on TLA website under CYA roundtable to promote.  Also could promote through listserve discussion.  Benton County and Portland both have kits available to borrow.

First 2010 summer reading workshop was held previous day @ Memphis Public Library.  Several Roundtable members presented.  Blount County coming up 3/25/10 and Brentwood 3/30/10.  Lindsey has asked for suggestions for future themes.  Mentioned were:  Dinosaurs, Caldecott Winners, Community helpers (opportunity for free programming) and Fairy Tales. The next item discussed was the scholarship program for a youth services person to attend TLA.  We questioned how it was done for Public Library Scholarship.  Tensco pays for it all $750.  A questionnaire is sent out by listserve – it’s announced in November, and the choice is made by end of January.  We could find a Software or Children’s Book Company to sponsor ours, or have two companies co-sponsor.  Discussed allowing students with youth specialties being included, but there are other scholarship opportunities for them, but nothing else for youth librarians.  Also discussed whether they needed to be TLA members to receive scholarship.  

Motion by Susan Tyner to increase scholarship amount to $800.00 (to cover TLA membership and encourage new membership).  Jean Closz seconded.  Carried unanimously.
NEW BUSINESS:
Jean Closz will be the C/YA chair next year.

Nominations were then taken:  Both Rhonda Tippett and Jean Nichols were nominated for Vice Chair (with Rhonda deciding not to accept).

Missy Dillingham was nominated for Secretary/Treasurer.

Motion was made and seconded to accept these nominations.   Carried unanimously.  Takes effect in July.

Michele Yellin brought to our attention the Volunteer State Book Award, and how Public Libraries could get involved.  Working with the schools, as some may not have the budget to purchase the books, and working with home school groups within our libraries.  Children have to read 3 books from the list in order to be able to vote.  Voting is done the first week in April.  Motion was made that the Childrens/Young Adult roundtable should support and work with schools to encourage student participation in the Volunteer State Book Award voting process. Seconded by Linda Ackerman. Carried unanimously.
